WRTA are entries are now open for players to apply to play Tennis Victoria Association Junior Pennant
2025/26. There are several changes across the competition this year, please read the below information
carefully.

This competition is organised by Tennis Victoria and is played throughout the Melbourne Metropolitan area (and
some outer areas) on Sunday mornings and afternoons. This will depend on your team. Teams are organised
by age and gender. The teams available are Open Age Group (formerly 16 & 18 & under groups), 12&Under
boys & girls’ teams, 14&Under boys’ and girls’ teams with each team containing a minimum of 4 players.
Players must be of age 22 MARCH 2026 this is set by Tennis Victoria.

All teams are graded by player UTR singles scores, as per Tennis Victoria guide for Associations.

1. Junior Pennant season will span 10 home and away rounds, as well as a Grand Final for the two highest
ranked teams in each at the end of the home and away season.

2. Grades A & B will be played on Sunday afternoons, and C Grades will play Sunday mornings.
Please note: we do not have the starting times, these will be set on Match Centre accounts before the matches.

Weekend (8 March 2026).

Tennis Victoria Player eligibility & Qualifying

To be eligible to participate in AJP players must meet one of the following criteria-

a. have played at least six team matches for their club in their association’s junior or senior competition within
any 12-month period from September 2022 through to 31 August 2025 (this excludes Tennis Victoria Pennant
matches).

b. for players that are only playing school competitions, these players are eligible to represent the association that
they last participated in (no matter in what year that this occurred)

c. have played at least three matches in the preceding AJP season. (washouts do not count to matches played)

d. Regional players are eligible to participate for a metro-based Association on the proviso that they have played
at least six team matches in their regional Association within any 12-month period from September 2022 through
to 31 August 2025 (this excludes Tennis Victoria Pennant matches).

Associations with players who do not meet the criteria will not be eligible to participate as a Base or Reserve
player unless exceptional circumstances are approved by Tennis Victoria.

It is the responsibility of all Associations to ensure that eligibility is met by all players prior to team entry, as well
as any emergency players that are used throughout the season.

Please note: The decision of the WRTA Selection Committee is final, and no correspondence will be entered
into regarding the selection of team members. If a player withdraws from a team after being chosen, the
WRTA Junior Committee reserves the right to suspend the player from future team events representing
WRTA.
